What does our Admissions Committee look for in an applicant?
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VP&S Admissions Requirements

« Atleast three full academic years completed at an accredited college in the US or Canada at the time of application
« Baccalaureate degree prior to matriculation
* One year of English or other writing-intensive course

* One year of Biology with labs
AP credit, still requires 1 yr. of advanced study w/ 1 semester of lab, 2 recommended

* One year of Physics with labs
AP credit, no advanced study required

« Two years of Chemistry, one of which must be Organic Chemistry, both with labs
AP credit for general/intro chem, no advanced course required

« Biochemistry, one semester, lab not required but recommended
« Statistics, and Biostatistics are highly recommended but not required

«  MCAT exam must be taken within three years of applying
